equilibria in Bayesian games together with the corresponding
notions of regret, and explain how regret-minimizing learning
dynamics naturally give rise to these equilibrium concepts.
Building on this foundation, I will then present our main
results on the social welfare guarantees of such equilibria
under the assumption that the social welfare function is
submodular, where players’ actions exhibit substitutable
influences on social welfare.
